The City Council held a Neighborhood
Summit workshop on Oct. 16, 2018.
Several neighborhoods were represented
and shared active and completed projects
that benefit their neighborhood and help
create a sense of community.

The meeting also included an overview of
existing neighborhood programs that are
available to all neighborhoods. City Council
discussed Neighborhood Associations
guidelines, how to encourage and support
associations, updating the neighborhoods
webpage, and provided an opportunity for
neighborhood leaders to learn from each
other. In February, staff will host a meeting
with Neighborhood Associations to
discuss changes regarding Neighborhood
Association qualifications.
